Guidelines for Global Consulting Projects

The Global Consulting Projects program is designed to provide you with a valuable learning experience in a location abroad.  This trip should be both memorable and an important business experience.  To insure that the trip is both enjoyable and a true learning experience, please keep the following in mind:

1. Students who register and are accepted for this course understand that the course entails additional costs for overseas travel.  Sponsor companies are requested to assist in covering some or all of these costs.  Limited financial aid may also be available to qualified full-time students.  However, before leaving the United States, students should have a clear understanding of their personal financial requirements for the trip.

2. Students are responsible for all incidental charges (telephone, room service, laundry, meals, taxis, etc.) not specifically paid for by the sponsor company, the College and/or the accompanying faculty member.  Students are not to commit themselves, other students, faculty members, Rollins College and/or the Crummer Graduate School of Business to any charges or liabilities without written approval of the Global Consulting Project director.  Students are personally liable for any charges and expenses incurred for personal travel.

3. The rental of vehicles in countries abroad is fraught with danger and liability. Global Consulting Project students and faculty should use taxis and public transportation during their stay.  The rental of vehicles is neither authorized nor recommended by Rollins College and/or the Crummer Graduate School of Business.

4. Students must have adequate medical insurance coverage for all the countries they will be visiting.  Students should examine their own medical insurance policy to see what coverage, if any, is offered outside the United States.  In addition, all students and supervising faculty are required to take out temporary travel accident insurance: the cost of this insurance (approximately $25.00) will be added to the student’s fees for the course. Rollins College and the Crummer Graduate School of Business are not liable for any medical expenses incurred by students while they are part of a Global Consulting Project.

5. Students must prepare themselves for the trip by becoming aware of the cultural norms and the current political, social, and economic climate of the countries to be visited.

6. Students should be concerned about safety issues throughout the Global Consulting Project.  Students are responsible at all times for their own personal safety and for the safety and security of their belongings.  Common sense and awareness of local customs and laws are prerequisites for anyone traveling abroad.

7. Students on Global Consulting Projects are representing Rollins College and the Crummer Graduate School of Business.  As such, students should present themselves in a professional and courteous manner at all times.

8. Each student is responsible for obtaining his/her own passport in a timely manner to assure travel with the group as scheduled.  Also, students are responsible for obtaining visas, immunizations, and any other travel documents that might be required. Fees, surcharges, or any other costs incurred in obtaining required travel documents are the student’s responsibility.

9. Once travel arrangements have been finalized, students are responsible for any and all changes in their travel plans.

10. Students who are extending their stay and/or leaving before the regularly scheduled trip must be in place and ready to work with their project team on the planned dates.  Students should provide a copy of their itinerary and a copy of their passport data page(s) and visas (if required) to the faculty supervisor and to the Global Consulting Project director.
